1. These “Regulations for Payment and Refund of Student Dorm Deposits” (hereinafter referred to as the regulations) have been established to maintain student dorm quality and fairness regarding the payment and refund of dorm deposits.
2. Divisions of authority and responsibility:

（1）Student Affairs Division(hereinafter referred to as the division)

1) Establish (revise) the regulations for the payment and refund of dorm deposits.
2) Help every dorm’s Life Promotion Association regarding matters related to deposit refunds.
3) Handle administrative matters related to student accommodation and cancellation.

（2）Life Promotion Association
1) Implement the regulations for the payment and refund of student dorm deposits.
2) Make suggestions regarding improvements, as well as punishments for students violating relevant student dorm regulations.
（3）Accommodated students
1) Pay the dorm deposit pursuant to regulations.
2) Comply with dorm life conventions and the school’s relevant accommodation and cancellation regulations.
Deposit regulations:

（1）Accommodations for the academic year: NT$1,000.
（2）Accommodations for winter and summer vacation: NT$500.
（3）Teachers for further education during summer vacation: NT$1,000.
4. Deposits shall be paid to the school’s fund account for custody, authority, and responsibility using the following methods:

（1）Collect the deposit with the payment bill attached from freshman and present students of the research institution and undergraduate departments.
（2）Dorm deposits for winter and summer vacations shall be collected by the dorm’s RAs.
5. Students obtaining a bed assignment must pay the deposit prior to the due date. Any late payment without approval will lead to the accommodation being cancelled.

6. Deposit refunds:

（1）If any one of the following situations occurs during the accommodation period (at expiry), the total deposit may be kept by the school and not refunded to the student:

1) Apply for accommodation cancellation for a reason other than suspension of schooling, dropping out, transfer, or other similar causes.
2) Accommodation cancelled by force due to violation of the dorm management regulations.
3) Student leaves school without performing the proper accommodation cancellation procedure at expiry (including returning the gate magcard and room key, room facility check, and room sanitary check).
4) Carries out accommodation cancellation without following the stipulated schedule and without reporting and approval at expiry. 
5) Damaged dorm facilities with malicious intent.
（2）Part of the deposit may be deducted if the following circumstances occur during the accommodation period (at expiry):
1) Deduct NT$100 of the deposit if the student fails to return the gate magcard when processing accommodation cancellation.
2) Deduct NT$100 of the deposit if the student fails to return the room key when processing accommodation cancellation.
3) Deduct NT$500 for each instance in which the accommodation cancellation procedure was not performed pursuant to the regulations (one time for the first semester and one time for the second semester) when cancelling accommodation at the end of the academic year.
The deducted deposit in items (1) and (2) shall be withheld and placed in the school’s fund.
7. These regulations shall be implemented once approved by the Executive Council and the President of the school; the same shall apply to any revisions.
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
